A meeting of the Board of Directors of the Muskingum Watershed Conservancy District was held at Kent State University Tuscarawas, 330 University Drive NE, New Philadelphia, Ohio, on Friday, April 21, 2023, at 9:00 a.m., pursuant to notice duly given all Directors, and the general public in accordance with law.
1.  ROLL CALL

2.  INTRODUCTION OF VISITORS AND PUBLIC COMMENT


Staff members Doug Little and Josh Bauer presented the idea of an in-house Dredging Program at MWCD to the Board of Directors. In their presentation they discussed the history of dredging work at MWCD along with the projects and costs from 2011 to date. They also explained the purpose of dredging was to prevent shoreline erosion, sustain flood storage, and maintain conservation and recreational use of the lakes. Mr. Little projected that an in-house dredging program would lessen MWCD costs in the long run. He did report that the most challenging part of dredging was disposal of dredge material. Board members asked that Mr. Little and his team perform more data analysis on costs associated with an in-house dredging program and an analysis of the long-term viability of the subject program.
3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES

4.  FINANCIAL 

Attached is the financial report for the three-month period ending March 31, 2023. The total operating income is $9,071,368 compared to $6,498,660 in 2022.

The operational revenue is $13,271,461 compared to $10,536,177 in 2022, or a 26% increase.

· General Administration and Support is $400,466, up 61%.  Interest income makes up $355,347 of this total.  Interest income is up due to interest rate environment and larger investable balance.

· Natural Resources and Land Management is $438,748, down 45% from the prior year.

· Forestry is $202,682 compared to $90,102 in the prior year, a 125% increase.  Most of this revenue is in hardwood, and a result of timing of jobs.  A job at Piedmont generated over $137,000.

· Cottage revenue is down 91%, which is causing the overall decrease. We implemented a new billing system that more accurately reflects the monthly revenue (April billings will now show in April).  There will be no impact to the overall cottage budget for the year.

· Oil and Gas revenue was $2,150,896 for the month and $6,366,402 year to date, 15% of our budget which is in line with our revenue forecast.

· Park Revenue is $4,873,555 compared to $4,914,110 (1% decrease) in the prior year.  Marina revenue is $1,195,441 compared to $1,059,786 (13% increase) in the prior year.  Most of this revenue represents seasonal payments (camping and docking).  See park and marina net income analysis for further detail. 

Operational expenses are $4,200,093, a 4% increase over the prior year.  All operational areas within current budget expectations.

Conservation expenses in March were $5,000,000 which was the establishment of the Environmental Stewardship Fund at Foundation for Appalachian Ohio.

Capital Improvement and Park Master plan expenditures are down in the first quarter compared to the prior year.  Projects are moving forward, but the timing of the larger capital project expenditures will be in the third and fourth quarter.

Maintenance Assessment Fund

Maintenance assessment 1st half collections started in March.  Revenue is $2,118,556 compared to $1,964,027 in the prior year.  Maintenance assessment expenditures are 1,523,479, down 17% from the prior year, mainly in the shoreline protection line item.  All expenses are within budgeted expectations.

7.  REPORTS
7.01 UTICA ROYALTY REVENUE REPORT

Utica royalty revenue is currently generated by 112 producing wells at Clendening, Seneca, Dover, Piedmont, Atwood and Leesville Reservoirs.  A breakdown of the monthly royalty revenue can be seen on the attached page.


Utica royalties for March totaled $2.14M ($2,139,651.14), which was an approximate 15% increase in month-over-month revenue from February ($1.86M).

Item of Note:  Four (4) new wells were added at Atwood Lake (Encino Energy) where MWCD has a small amount of acreage included in these wells. This increases the total from 108 to 112 total producing wells.

7.02 NATURAL RESOURCES AND LAND MANAGEMENT REPORT
· The seismic project with Dawson Geophysical at Atwood is finishing up.  Data collection on MWCD is complete and equipment is being removed as the crews move to off and away from MWCD properties.

· Our annual club/association meeting was held on April 1st.  The meeting was well attended with a variety of discussion topics including dredging, aquatic vegetation, law enforcement topics, rules and regulations, shoreline stabilization, water quality, docking, and litter.  A big thank you goes out to MWCD staff who attended and helped to support and answer questions about these topics.

· Two separate windstorm events occurred on March 25th and April 1st affecting MWCD properties and cottage areas.  Extensive tree damage occurred primarily at Atwood (North Shore, Glens, Pines cottage areas), Leesville, and Tappan, along with some damage at Charles Mill.  Follow-up and clean-up efforts are underway and ongoing.  A timber salvage job is also being conducted at Berwyn Drive in the Atwood Pines cottage area.

· Charles Mill Sites Lake Lift Station Generator:  Generator and all electrical equipment has been installed, and startup is scheduled for April 18th.  Substantial completion scheduled for April 2023.

· Charles Mill Park Lift Station Generator: Delivery of the generator has been delayed by the manufacturer and is currently scheduled to ship April 27th.  Once received, the remaining work will be completed, and startup scheduled.  Substantial completion is expected in May.

· Clendening WWTP and Sewer Improvements: Project was awarded to Stanley Miller.  Electricians have installed communication conduits.  The contractor has begun mobilizing to start clearing and grubbing the site.  Shop drawings are being submitted and reviewed.  Substantial completion is scheduled for April 2024.

· Piedmont Reynolds Road Launch Ramp Parking:  The restroom and concrete sidewalk is complete. Light poles have been installed and electrical work is nearly complete.  Final asphalt paving will be completed as soon as the asphalt plants open.  All work is expected to be completed by early May.  

· Pleasant Hill Park Main Lift Station Generator:  The generator has been set, but delivery of the transfer switch has been delayed by the manufacturer.  Once the remaining electrical gear is received, the work will be completed, and startup scheduled.  Substantial completion is expected in May.
· Pleasant Hill Lake Park Amenity and Activity Area:  Sidewalk, basketball and pickleball courts are complete.  Substantial completion is scheduled for May 2023.
· Pleasant Hill Lake Park Area A Lift Station Generator: Bid opening is scheduled for April 19th.
· Seneca Marina Lift Station Generator: The generator was installed, and startup completed on April 11th.  Substantial completion is scheduled for April 2023.
· Seneca Beach and Marina Point Amenity and Activity Areas:  Bids were opened on this project February 2nd but were not awardable.  Plan on rebidding the beach amenities without Marina Point.
· Tappan Marina Building Backup Generator:  Shop drawings are being submitted / reviewed for the long lead time items.  Substantial completion is scheduled for November 2023.

· Tappan Lake Beach Concession / Restroom Upgrade:  Project has been awarded to Border Patrol.  Notice to proceed was issued and a preconstruction meeting was held. The contractor has demo’d both the existing restrooms / changing rooms and plans on pouring the footer in the next week.  Completion is scheduled for June 2023.
· Tappan Lake – Welcome Center:  The project was awarded to Colaianni Construction.   Notice to proceed was issued and a preconstruction meeting was held.  Contractor plans on mobilizing in the next couple weeks.  Completion is scheduled for May 2024.

Water Quality Testing 

Conservation in coordination with Pleasant Hill Park has installed a small water quality lab in the North Shower house building at the park. This will reduce the travel time needed to collect and test water samples. Cross training with park staff, seasonal interns, and Safety Administrator, Shane Hart, will ensure timely and consistent information throughout the summer. 

As a service to our visitors, we routinely test for algal toxins and bacteria levels and post results on Ohio Department of Health’s BeachGuard website. The public can search any public beach in Ohio and sign up for automatic notifications through this website. 

Funds for expanding our water quality testing capabilities at Pleasant Hill are included in the 2023 Conservation budget. No Board action is required. 


Aquatic Vegetation Management

With the retirement of Jeff Gray of Gray’s Aquatic, we are now contracting Jones Fish & Lake Management, Medina Ohio as our primary aquatic plant control applicator.  

Working with MWCD GIS/Survey and Leasing we have built a GIS based mapping tool for all our lakes with specific locations on all clubs, beaches, launches, and docks. This basemap will aid in the tracking of “hotspots” and treatment areas including invasive knotweed. This tool will help us better understand and manage the growth and composition of the aquatic plant communities in and around our lakes. 

Funds for controlling nuisance aquatic plants in our lakes are included in the 2023 Conservation budget. No Board action is required.

· Our rental RVs will be on CampLife reservations by end of April for the 2023 season.
