A meeting of the Board of Directors of the Muskingum Watershed Conservancy District was held at Kent State University Tuscarawas, 330 University Drive NE, New Philadelphia, Ohio, on Friday, August 26, 2022, at 9:00 a.m., pursuant to notice duly given all Directors, and the general public in accordance with law.
1.  ROLL CALL

2.  INTRODUCTION OF VISITORS AND PUBLIC COMMENT


Also in attendance for all or portions of this meeting were: Lexi Corder (Harrison New Herald); Boris Goldsteyn (KeyBanc Capital Markets), Rick Frio (IMC Solar), Jen Hull, Michael Wise, and Daniel Wise (Wise Energy Partners).

Boris Goldsteyn of KeyBanc Capital Markets presented to the Board of Directors the “Muskingum Watershed Review 8/26/2022”. (Copy on file) During this presentation, Mr. Goldsteyn explained that currently the economy has transition to a high interest rate environment which the Federal Reserve instituted to cool down inflation. He stated that the interest rates jumped from 0.04% to 2.70% in a short amount of time, and this is the fastest rates have moved in 15 years. Given this situation, it is a good time to revest funds into markets that have higher interest rate returns. He further stated that 40% of MWCD’s portfolio has matured and is ready to be revested. Mr. Goldsteyn recommended staggering investments to take advantage of the increasing interest rate environment. He explained further that the high interest rate environment wouldn’t last for long because the Federal Reserve will cut rates in order to prevent a recession. Mr. Goldsteyn also predicted that inflation wouldn’t lowered back down to the Federal Reserve mandated rate of 2% until roughly the end of 2024.

IMC Solar and Wise Energy Partners presented to the Board of Directors their preliminary findings of the advantages of the District converting some electric power sources to solar energy. Mike Wise explained that when he spoke with Craig Butler about the goals of introducing solar powering systems to the District were to save money, make money, and deliver the message to MWCD’s 5 million visitors their commitment to being responsible stewards of the natural world. Mr. Wise explained the first phase of the project was determining the electric load of each meter throughout the district and weighing that against the costs and benefits of converting those electrical areas to solar energy. Wise Energy Partners identified 25 potential projects for converting energy from electric to solar power which would represent a net value of savings is $803,637 to the District. Wise explained MWCD would have the option to own the projects due to the Inflation Reduction Act. 
Mr. Wise stated that MWCD would be eligible for economic disadvantage funding that could give up to 50-60% credit to perform projects. These projects would also be given up to 10 years to be completed. Mr. Wise also stated that the solar systems would last for roughly 20 years before needing significant maintenance. The second phase of this project would be to take the MWCD projects to bid.
3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES

4.  FINANCIAL 

Mr. Crandall presented the financial report for the seven-month period ending July 31, 2022. The total operating income is $16,278,468 compared to $9,267,702 in 2021.

The operational revenue is $27,237,374 compared to $19,326,214 in 2021, or a 41% increase.

· Oil and Gas had another exceptional month in July. Revenue is ($5,767,872) and is $13,132,157 YTD (111% of budget), a 117% increase over the prior year.  Commodity price increases are driving the increase, however, in July six wells came online at Seneca and accounted for a large portion of the monthly increase.

· Natural Resources and Land Management is $2,725,985 YTD, 71% of budget and 10% over the prior year.

· Water Sales were $367,628 in July, $384,327 year to date, which is 768% of budget and an increase of 129% over the prior year.

· Park Revenue is $8,295,681 YTD (76% of budget), a 3% increase over the prior year.  

· Vacation Cabins are $588,549 (69% of budget) an increase of 1% over the prior year.  Occupancy through July is down 5% compared to the prior year.

· Park Camping is $7,299,591 (79% of budget) an increase of 3% over the prior year.  Occupancy in camping is flat compared to the prior year.  

· Reservation totals have improved in July, but still down 10.6% compared to the prior year.

· Marina Revenue is $2,476,400 (71% of budget), a 5% increase over the prior year.

Operational expenses are $10,958,906 an increase of 9% over the prior year and 56% of the budget.  Expenses are elevated across the board through July compared to the prior year, however, are in line with budget overall.  

We received the first-year installment of the Tappan oil and gas lease in July which brings our Oil and Gas Lease revenue to $5,170,338 through July.
Capital Improvement and Park Master plan expenditures are down through July compared to the prior year.  We will not expend the full capital improvement and park master plan budgets in 2022.

Maintenance Assessment Fund

Maintenance Assessment revenue is $3,946,965 through July, 1% increase from the prior year.  Expenditures are $3,002,512, an 18% increase over the prior year and 39% of the budget.

While it seems that we have steered clear of any large inflationary impacts to our operational budget, there are still some line items we are monitoring as we move closer to the close of the recreation season.  We will be utilizing this data as we begin the preparation of our 2023 budget.

7.  REPORTS
7.01 UTICA ROYALTY REVENUE REPORT

Utica royalty revenue is currently generated by 100 producing wells at Clendening, Seneca, Dover, Piedmont, and Leesville Reservoirs.  A breakdown of the monthly royalty revenue can be seen on the attached page.

Utica royalties for July totaled $5.76M ($5,759,212.32) which was an approximate 245% increase in month-over-month revenue from June ($1.67M).


Item of Note No. 1:  The reason for the large increase in month over month royalties is due to six (6) new wells being drilled at Seneca Lake.


Item of Note No. 2: An additional two (2) wells were added back into the total that have been either down for maintenance, or temporarily inactive or shut-in.  The current total number of wells drilled that include MWCD lands is 100, and internally they all now have a status of producing.

7.02 NATURAL RESOURCES AND LAND MANAGEMENT REPORT
June 2022 Storm Damage Updates:

Cottage Areas

· The majority of storm damage clean-up in affected cottage areas has been completed.
Forestry

· Loggers have been working diligently towards salvaging down trees in the Pleasant Hill area.  The first two weeks of production have yielded 395 tons of pine sawlogs from the Bunker Hill Salvage and 66,000 Board Feet of hardwood sawlogs from the SR95 and SR 603 harvest area, yielding a two-week total value of $30,000.  The Bunker Hill salvage has been progressing quickly as there are two active mechanized cutters on the job.  This salvage operation, with good weather, should be completed in early September.
· As for the SR 95 and SR603 storm salvage things are also progressing quickly.  The area that was harvested in 2020 is nearly complete and work has begun on the northern section of the property.  Another logging crew is expected to be moving in to help expedite the salvage efforts.  This crew will be starting work on the south side of SR95 and should be there for a few weeks.  

Leases staff met onsite with representatives from the Atwood Glens Association in early August to discuss updates and strategies for some of the recent inquiries received from the Association.  Follow-up communication and implementation will occur in the coming months.

Timber stand improvement efforts have made great progress over the past month.  A 30-acre mid-story removal was completed at Mohawk.  This procedure cuts understory trees to aid in enhancing growing conditions for oak regeneration.  The slight increase in light to the forest floor will allow oak seedlings to grow and become more competitive which will increase the chances for oak once the stand is harvested.  The same contractor was also able to complete a 42-acre grapevine and invasive species control project in the Dover Area.

Forestry worked with the Ohio Forestry Association to provide financial assistance this summer for two youth students to attend Camp Canopy at FFA Camp Muskingum at Leesville.  The weeklong camp provides traditional lessons in tree identification, wildlife management, silviculture, and forest products.  Sessions added this year included wildlife monitoring and Ohio geology.  Students also have the opportunity for recreational activities such as rifle and archery shooting, hiking, and kayaking.

7.04 CONSERVATION REPORT

Conservation Partners

Kathryn Suggs (Water Quality Coordinator) attended a 2-day Algal ID workshop at Ohio State University, Stone Laboratory August 8-9. This continued training will help Conservation identify algal blooms and assess any potential health concerns or toxicity in order to convey that information quickly and accurately to the public.  

Conservation is coordinating sampling efforts with Ohio EPA and Youngstown State University to better understand the nutrient dynamics of Tappan Lake. This is part of a multi-year Tappan Lake Nutrient Reduction Initiative (TLNRI). The project was paused when all field sampling and laboratory analyses were put on hold through the pandemic. Results from this study will help MWCD identify nutrient hotspots in the lake and in the watershed. This will provide a better focus for any in-lake remediation or nutrient management efforts in the future.

Aquatic (Nuisance) Plant Survey

In July Conservation conducted a preliminary shoreline survey at Atwood to assess the density and diversity of submerged aquatic plants. We are fielding an increased number of calls on nuisance plants around docks and swim areas this year. This is mainly due to a new (recently new to MWCD) invasive plant, Brittle Naiad (Najas minor). 

This increase in unwanted plant growth is driving Conservation to reevaluate our current nuisance aquatic plant control program. As our reservoirs age and change over time, nutrient rich sediment fills shallow areas that feed established plant populations and can hold viable seeds for years. Along with treatment and removal methods, we are exploring new was to track, map and predict problem areas in our lakes. 

Plastic Recycling

Conservation is currently working with all MWCD marinas (MWCD operated or leased) in efforts to assess the amount of shrink wrap plastic being used for winter storage and to help facilitate the handling and recycling of this material when removed in the spring. Estimates from 2020 and 2021 indicate that only half of the material used is recycled and is landfilled. An additional 8 tons of plastic/ year could be recycled with better equipment, coordination, and volunteer efforts. This waste plastic does have a commodity value and is processed for reuse at Mondo Polymers in Marietta Ohio. Conservation will be seeking OEPA funds to purchase two compactors that will help marina operators more efficiently bundle and handle this material and make it more profitable to recycle.

· Glamping consultant recommendation will be given for a Fall 2023 visitation.  Locations being discussed internal with staff.  Other unique camping opportunities such as RV rentals are being targeted for the 2023 season at Atwood.
· Discussions continue with Brimstone Racing to bring numerous racing events to multiple parks in the 2023 season.
· Continued communication with contracted vendors on action items for the 2022/23 season.  
· “Safety in the Parks” – With almost a full season complete, the Park Security Staff will be reviewed baff for any improvements to be made for the 2023 season.  Initial Safety Committee meeting was held with Director of Human Resources and Safety Administrator to discuss policies/procedures of this committee along with nominations from each department for the team.  Ranger retention/recruitment continue to be a high priority within the department.
· Trails Development & Maintenance Projects this past month include continued signage installation at all parks, construction of the Quarry Trail at Clendening, coordination with USACE to construct a loop trail at Clendening Dam, and AMLER/ AML grant applications for a MTB trail system at Wills Creek and Coshocton Woods.
· Master Plan Phase II - Amenities design phase with EDG & Rain Drop (Ashland, OH) are ongoing with internal meetings to finalize conceptual drawings of park areas (see photos).
